The European Entrepreneurship Education NETwork (EE-HUB)is a focal point for entrepreneurship
education in Europe, bringing together experts at the regional, national and European level. Through
multiple channels, these stakeholders are working collectively to increase the level of entrepreneurial
activities across Europe by sharing policy recommendations and recommending "good practices" from the
field. The network is an advisory body to politicians and EU institutions and now acts as a permanent
European Centre for Entrepreneurial Learning.
